D. Unincorporated County/Fruitridge-Pocket  
 
Four (4) members as follows, from within the redevelopment area: 
 
E. Three (3) Business Owners (includes non-resident property owners) 
F. One (1) Community-based organization  
 

TERM:   Two (2) year term.  Two term limit does not apply.

facilities and other matters affecting residents of the project area. 
2. Review and comment on proposed redevelopment activities and assist in formulation of

one (1)  residential owner occupant from Fruitridge Manor

                           AND 
                           one (1)  residential owner occupant from Unincorporated  
                                    County/Fruitridge­Pocket  and 
                           two (2) business owners (includes non‐resident property owners) 
 
If one of these categories describes you, please consider becoming a RAC member. The purpose 
of the RAC is to promote and encourage maximum participation of individuals and area groups 
on making recommendations for the planning and direction of redevelopment and the 
elimination of blight from the project area.  RAC members also provide neighborhood 
leadership to promote community pride, confidence, and initiative.  
 
The RAC meets on the 2nd Thursday of every month.  Please attend at least one RAC 
meeting prior to applying to show interest. 

 
 
Required Evidence for Each Category 
In order to apply, you must demonstrate that you qualify in that category.  The categories and the 
acceptable forms of evidence are listed.  All evidence of eligibility needs to be included with your 
completed application.   
 
Neighborhood Representative Residential Tenant 
Current evidence that you rent and live in the specific neighborhood which has a portion of its boundary 
within the Redevelopment Project Area.  Two (2) items are required: 
 A lease of property in the project area 
 Rent receipt 
 Utility bill 
AND 
 The neighborhood association must designate in writing the individual to represent them. 
 
Neighborhood Representative Residential Owner Occupant 
Current  evidence  that  you  own  and  live  in  specific  neighborhood which  has  a  portion  of  its  boundary 
within the Redevelopment Project Area.  Two (2) items are required: 
 Most recent copy of property tax bill 
 Other similar documentation showing present ownership 
AND 
 The neighborhood association must designate in writing the individual to represent them. 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 
Business Owner  
Current evidence that you operate a business or own property in the Redevelopment Project Area that is 
used  for  investment  purposes.    These  items  must  include  your  name  and  an  address  located  in  the 
Redevelopment Project Area.  Only 1 item is required: 
 Business license          
 Lease of property in the project area   
 Most recent copy of property tax bill 
 

 Rent receipt 
 Utility bill 
 Other proof of present ownership 
     

*If applying for a neighborhood representative seat for the Unincorporated County/Fruitridge‐Pocket 
neighborhood,  the  neighborhood  association  must  designate  in  writing  the  individual  to  represent 
them in addition to the one item required.
